Please find enclosed the membership information for the current membership year.
Included In Reading Tennis Club Membership:
* Adults, students and older junior players can take part in over 360 hours of club session time in a year.

* Members can therefore play grass and hard court tennis for as little as 30p per hour.
* Members can enter our singles ladder for adults, students and older junior players for free.
* Members are eligible for reduced fees for group coaching throughout the year.

* Members can take part in club tournaments for players of all ages for free or at reduced prices.

* Members are eligible to play in matches against other clubs in Berkshire (there are no match fees).

* Members can register Reading Tennis Club as their club to join the Lawn Tennis Association for free. 
Club Sessions:
* Tuesdays – 6pm-9pm on the grass courts (from 20th of September 7pm-9pm on the hard courts only)

* Thursdays – 6pm-9pm on the grass courts (from 22nd of September 7pm-9pm on the hard courts only)

* Saturdays – 11am-2pm on the grass courts (from 24th of September 11am-1pm on the hard courts only)

* Junior Session – Saturdays 4pm-5pm for players of secondary school age (on hard courts - school term)

* (if the grass is full or too wet we also have two hard courts on Tue and Thu 7-9pm and Sat 11am-1pm)

New members are welcome: Prospective new members can try out a club session for free and then pay and play to try out further club sessions. Up to two pay and play sessions can be discounted from the membership fee if a player pays to become a member provided that receipts are kept.


Grass court pay and play: Club sessions are free for Reading Tennis Club members. Non members can pay £10 per club session for adults and £5 per club session for junior players. This is a great option if you do not think you will play very much but want to play tennis with a variety of people on the grass courts.

READING TENNIS CLUB RULES

General Club Rules
· Players should be polite and respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants and non participants such as spectators or staff.

· Players should not intentionally damage the courts or any equipment.

· The University staff have the authority to suspend play on the courts. This particularly applies to the grass courts to ensure that the courts do not get damaged when the ground conditions are unsuitable.

· When playing matches, players should try to behave fairly towards their opponent(s).

· If there are club members waiting to take part in the club session, players should end their match at the end of the set that they are playing and allow the players waiting the opportunity to play.

· The committee can add further rules if they feel it is necessary and revoke the membership of any player whose behaviour is considered to be unacceptable.
Code of practice for junior players
· Players should be polite and respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants and non participants such as spectators or staff.

· Players should not intentionally damage the courts or any equipment.

· Players should endeavour to learn the rules of tennis and to play within them.

· When playing matches, players should try to behave fairly towards their opponent(s). Where the match is being umpired by a coach or official the player must accept the judgements made.

· Players should set a good example and give others a good impression of the club by using appropriate language. 

· When taking part in coaching players must follow instructions from the coach(es).

· Junior players are not allowed to smoke or consume alcohol or illegal drugs on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

Code of practice for parents and guardians 

· Encourage your child to learn the rules of tennis and to play within them.
· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials.
· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.
· Do not punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.
